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The book "The Role of the Fulani and Their
State in the Introduction of Islam and the
Dissemination of the Knowledge of Ahl al-Bayt in
West Africa" by Adam Hawa Barry is a pioneering
academic study that examines the pivotal historical
role played by the Fulani tribe in spreading Islam
and establishing Islamic political entities in West
Africa before the colonial era. The book focuses
on analyzing the establishment of three main
Islamic states: the Confederate State in Futa
Jallon (Guinea), the Imamate State in Futa Toro
(Senegal), and the Sokoto Caliphate in Nigeria led
by Usman dan Fodio.
