Abstract:

The aim of this article is to clarify the educational applications of the
Repeated Trial Strategy in teaching the Arabic language and to
demonstrate how it can be employed in teaching linguistic and rhetorical
concepts.

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toward thinking and analysis rather than memorization. Moreover, this
strategy enhances linguistic creativity and self-confidence.
