community. 

The methodology of the study is based on a combination of textual 
analysis and the historical background and the overview of critical 
perspectives to provide arguments. By exposing the connection between 
the tragedy of individual lives and the disintegration of a social order, the 
article exposes the reader to the fact that All My Sons is not merely a 
family play, but an important statement on the values which define the 
social order in the contemporary world. The findings indicate when pursuit 
of economic success—stripped of ethical constraints—leads to personal 
and societal ruin. Ultimately, this study invites further consideration of the 
ethics of capitalism.

By peeling back the murkier layers of the American Dream, Miller 
undercuts the comforting idea that simple hard work will always lead to 
riches and social rise [1]. The saga of the Keller family becomes a mirror 
for the larger moral rot that sets in when profit is prized more than 
principle. At its center stands Joe Keller, whose dubious business choices, 
presented as acts of familial loyalty, set in motion a chain of personal and 
public disasters [3].

He hopes Chris will inherit the 
business, wishes for Kate to overcome her obsessive grief, and seeks 
resolution regarding Larry’s disappearance [4]. He also hopes Steve will 
be released from prison and reinstated at the factory—not as a partner, 
but as an employee. Ann’s arrival shatters all these hopes, symbolically 
represented by the fallen tree on stage [1]. It is no coincidence that her 
entrance coincides with the destruction of this crucial symbol. 

• Character Interactions: 

Through a detailed exploration of the dialogues and exchanges between 
characters, the analysis uncovers the underlying forces that drive both 
individual and collective tragedy [5]. Miller’s All My Sons serves as a 
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model of effective dramatic construction. His use of realism, 
foreshadowing, symbolism, irony, and moral conflict creates a powerful 
and emotionally resonant narrative. The structure of the play—building 
toward a climactic revelation and emotional catharsis—renders it a 
compelling modern tragedy that scrutinizes American culture and moral 
accountability [4].

The defective airplane parts that Joe knowingly authorizes to be shipped 
in order to preserve his business can be interpreted as a metaphor for the 
unseen sacrifices that accompany unethical ambition [3]. These losses are 
not merely financial; they are moral, emotional, and social—tearing apart 
the very foundation of the Keller family [4]. 

The theme of cost runs throughout the play, emphasizing that every rise in 
wealth entails a corresponding loss of integrity and human dignity [5]. 

“I’m his father and he’s my son, and if there’s something bigger than that 
I’ll put a bullet in my head!” (All My Sons, Act III)

Through its treatment of guilt, responsibility, and the symbolic use of 
physical space and objects, the study highlights the contradictions of a 
system that rewards moral compromise [3]. 

The generational conflict, embodied by Joe and Chris Keller, reflects 
divergent definitions of success: Joe’s pragmatic yet ethically flawed 
vision contrasts sharply with Chris’s idealism and moral clarity [4]. 

The tragic influence of Ann Deever and the persistent denial of Kate Keller 
together form a vivid portrayal of a family—and by extension, a society—
torn between ambition and morality [5] 
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Miller’s work thus becomes both a domestic tragedy and a universal 
meditation on ethical decay in times of prosperity [1]. 

 

10.2 Implications for Future Research 

The findings of this study open several promising avenues for future 
scholarship [2]. Comparative research may be conducted between All My 
Sons and other mid-twentieth-century works that address similar 
intersections of business ethics, familial duty, and social responsibility [3]. 

Interdisciplinary studies that integrate literary analysis with sociology, 
moral philosophy, and business ethics could further illuminate the 
continued relevance of Miller’s critique within today’s globalized economic 
systems [4]. 

In particular, examining how corporate decision-making affects communal 
well-being would extend the theoretical implications of this analysis [5]. 

Additionally, future research might explore the narrative role of minor 
characters and Miller’s dramatic techniques in heightening the emotional 
and ethical dimensions of his critique [1]. 

Such investigations could yield a deeper understanding of how All My 
Sons achieves its powerful synthesis of structure and substance—
transforming moral discourse into dramatic art [2]. 

 

10.3 Final Reflections 

Ultimately, Arthur Miller’s All My Sons remains a timeless work that 
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encapsulates the moral complexities of its era while continuing to resonate 
within the ethical dilemmas of modern society [3]. 

The play’s unsparing examination of the American Dream—and of the 
moral void often produced by capitalist ambition—serves as a lasting 
reminder of the human costs of unchecked success [4]. 

Through a narrative rich in symbolism, emotional depth, and dramatic 
tension, Miller challenges audiences to reconsider the true meaning of 
success and to recognize that material achievement must be tempered by 
moral accountability [5]. 

This study has sought to offer an integrated reading of the play’s themes, 
character dynamics, and social critique, demonstrating that All My Sons 
transcends its historical moment [2]. 

It is not merely a reflection of postwar disillusionment but a living text that 
continues to confront enduring questions of morality, responsibility, and 
justice [1]. 

As contemporary capitalism evolves and new ethical challenges emerge, 
Miller’s vision urges us to reexamine the moral consequences of our 
choices—both personal and collective—and to strive toward a balance 
between ambition and integrity [3]. 
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
