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The Motives Of Alienation In The Blog Of Sibt Ibn Al-Ta’awithi

Abstract:

The poetry of Sibt Ibn Al-Taw’awithi is characterized by a deep and emotional
tendency, stemming from personal suffering that was clearly reflected in his poetic
experience, as alienation is one of the most prominent themes that characterized
his literary production. This alienation manifests not only as an intellectual attitude
or an abstract philosophical vision, but also as an acute state of feeling, imposed

on it by its psychological, physical and social conditions.

Psychological ailments are one of the most prominent motives of alienation in his
poetry, foremost of which is blindness, which he lost the ability to integrate into
the sensory world, and deprived him of many of that life. Blindness became a
symbol of the loss of meaning and a sense of helplessness in front of time and

destiny. Poverty also played a pivotal role in deepening this alienation, as the
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poet felt selflessness in the light of the lack of the same hand, with the humiliation

and deprivation that this carries.

Graying was not just a manifestation of aging in Sibt lIbn Al-Taw’awithi ,but it
carried in his poetry heavy psychological connotations, reflecting the loss of
vitality and the feeling of disappointment from the vicissitudes of the age, and the
physical illness and disability appear in his poetry signs of extinction of self—
present, and the erosion of the ability to resist pain or contribute effectively to his

society.

These combined motives made the alienation of Sibt Ibn Al-Taw’awithi a
phenomenon rooted in the poetic self, not as a temporary position, but as an
existential fate from which it is impossible to decomption. Through the
introsperence of this experience, he was able to formulate a coherent poetic
discourse, sincere in tone, celebrates the complaint, and expresses the pain of

the human self in the face of its harsh reality.

This research came to deal with the manifestations of alienation in the poetry of
Sibt Ibn Al-Taw’awithi through his most prominent psychological motives, and we
divided it into an introduction that includes the definition of the concept of
alienation, and we dealt in the research with the psychological motives of
alienation in the poetry of Sibt Ibn Al-Taw’awithi through two main axes, each of
which sought to analyze an aspect of the self-suffering that characterized his

poetic experience with the character of grief and refraction.

The first axis was devoted to the study of alienation resulting from blindness and

aging, because of their direct impact on promoting a sense of helplessness,
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separation from reality, and loss of connection to active life and active society.
Blindness was not just a physical condition, but an emotional state that deepened
isolation, and made the world seem closed and dark in the eyes of the poet, while
graying and aging was a symbol of withering and disappointment, feeling the end,
and the accompanying inner grief and nostalgia for the time of strength and

youth.

The second axis dealt with poverty as a prominent social and psychological effect
for alienation, as it led to a constant sense of inferiority, refraction to the
harshness of life, and the inability to achieve material and moral dignity. Poverty
in his poetry was more than a living experience, but an inherent psychological
state, expressed by the poet in a painful tone that reflects the loss of self in a

world that is merciless to the weak.

These axes aim to reveal the deep psychological dimensions that shaped the
consciousness of the expatriate poet and to highlight how alienation was not an

incidental element in his poetry, but an essential component of his poetic vision.

The research concluded with a conclusion summarizing its findings, accompanied
by precise documentation margins, and was proven by the sources and

references on which it was based in the preparation of this study.
