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Abstract

The research aims to adapt the decision-making questionnaire for football referees in Iraq. The
researchers adopted the descriptive analytical approach, and adapted a questionnaire with
proven validity and reliability to measure the decision-making items. The research community
included (385) individuals from the Iraqi Football Association/Central Referees Committee, as
the research sample was divided into three samples, the construction sample, which consisted of
(110) referees, at a rate of (28.57%). As for the sample of the pilot study, its number was (15)
judges, representing (3.89%), while the sample of the final application numbered (85) judges,
representing (22.07%). The researchers used the questionnaire to collect data and information
for the study, and through adapting the decision-making scale, the researchers followed all the
scientific steps. The researchers used the statistical package (SPSS) for statistical processing.
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
