Abstract
This study investigated the effect of financial inclusion, through its dimensions of access, usage, and quality, on
the stability of the Iraqi banking sector. A descriptive-analytical approach was employed to meet the research
objectives. Data were gathered through a questionnaire distributed between 2020 and 2025 to a sample of 180
employees in the financial and operational departments of several Iraqi commercial banks. The collected data were
analyzed using SPSS software, applying correlation and regression tests.The findings indicated a statistically
significant positive effect of all financial inclusion dimensions on banking sector stability. The quality and
suitability dimension emerged as the most influential factor (R2=0.312). Consequently, the study recommends
that banks develop comprehensive financial inclusion strategies focused on enhancing the quality and relevance
of financial services to cater to the diverse needs of all societal segments. Such measures are expected to bolster
