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Abstract:

This study examines how intellectual mobilization in the conflict between Russia and Ukraine is shaped by
reflexive political speech. In accordance with Ruiz de Mendoza and Masegosa's (2014) investigation of the
Lexical Constructional Model, involving cognitive processes such as cueing, selection, abstraction, integration,
and substitution. It employs Garfinkel's (1967) ethnomethodological concept of reflexivity. The set of data
comprises a European political conversation from a YouTube channel involving Gerhard Elfers, Natalia
Smolentceva (Deutsche Welle), military specialist Wolfgang Richter, and political analyst Jessica Berlin. The
presenters try to direct their audience with rational arguments and emotionally charged language. This study
emphasizes the association between language, power, and conflict while studying reflexivity as a tool for
ideological mobilizationKeywords: Reflexivity, cueing, selection, abstraction, integration, substitution, Lexical
Constructional Model.

Introduction

Based on the ethnomethodological concept of reflexivity, descriptive accounts actively participate in the
formation of reality rather than being passive representations of it. A clear instance is given by Pomerantz's
research in a Small Claims Court: a judge's statement that something occurred "early in the morning" is not a
reality in and of itself. This explanation forms the event's ethical foundation and interpretation for all participants
by reflexively identifying its basic essence. Because the account is fundamentally "both about and a part of" the
social reality it attempts to portray, the description and the event are not different; rather, the act of describing
helps to make the world comprehensible (May & Perry, 2010, p. 25). Reflexivity is a natural characteristic of
human interaction that goes beyond being a tool for researchers. It allows us to make sense of situations and
respond appropriately. The context influences every thought and action, and each response reinforces the one
before it, influencing how the discussion flows (Campbell, 2019, p.230). The importance of this study is clearly
pointed out by the idea of modern ethics, specialized by heightened self-reflection, as scholars rigorously
question the basis of moral systems. This scrutiny helps to paradoxes, such as implying whether tolerance should
extend to those who are intolerant. On the other hand, everyday moral commitments remain certain; intellectuals
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face a tension: they are both advocates for moral causes and critics of all beliefs, including their own. This self-
critical debate, though seemingly chaotic, is a driver of intellectual innovation. Society, grounded in practical
life, remains steady. Philosophy's true danger is not endless debate, but the stagnation that comes from a lack of
new problems (Kusch, 2005, p.176). Conceptual metaphors are brain frameworks that facilitate the
comprehension of abstract concepts and are a central emphasis of cognitive linguistics. For example, various
expressions for the abstract idea of love, such as "at a crossroads" or "on the rocks," are systematically derived
from the conceptual metaphor LOVE IS A JOURNEY. These metaphorical patterns extend through individual
linguistic explanations, adding up to the evident systematic nature of conventional language. Conceptual
metaphors are an account for the organization of polysemous words, the motivation for specific grammatical
constructions, and the basis for both traditional and creative verbal expressions, underscoring their significance
in human cognition (Dabrowska & Divjak, 2015, pp. 181-182). Throughout the Ukraine-Russia conflict,
political speakers use self-referential language to show their power and promote their beliefs. By using a
language analysis method and Garfinkel's idea of reflexivity to examine a European political discussion, the
study shows that logical arguments are intentionally mixed with emotional language. The main goal is to show
how audiences are directly influenced and shaped by this kind of language during conflict.Literature
Review:According to Heritage (1984), Ethnomethodology is a part of sociology that looks at how people
understand and manage social interactions, instead of seeing them as fixed by strict rules. It focuses on how
people interpret what others do and how they react in daily life. Ethnomethodologists study these behaviors in
real-world settings. For instance, Garfinkel examined how juries discuss cases, how researchers record
judgments, and how suicide prevention workers do their jobs. This approach highlights the importance of seeing
things from the participants' point of view, rather than using outside theories. Studies often look at everyday
knowledge and activities, especially how people use social categories. Whitehead (2011) investigates the idea
of Membership Categorization Devices (MCDs), as proposed by Harvey Sacks, which relates to the social
categories people use and the ways they implement them in their daily lives. A crucial element of MCDs are
"category-bound activities," which are behaviors that are usually connected to particular groups, like newborns.
Using this paradigm, people can plan social interactions according to group behavior expectations. Wardhaugh
(20006) states that ethnomethodology (EM), a branch of sociology, studies how people create social order through
common language and interaction. EM focuses on people's actual methods for interpreting their surroundings
and social roles rather than developing broad ideas. EM focuses on how people classify themselves and other
people, as well as how they work together to comprehend and handle everyday circumstances. In the ultimate
stage, EM aims to clarify how these common sense-making processes create social reality. Harvey (2022)
explains that Ethnomethodology began with Interactionism, as described by Goffman, and incorporates ideas
from Schutz's perspective on experience and Parsons' concepts of society. Llewellyn, N. (2014) introduced
Garfinkel (1967) in his book "Studies in Ethnomethodology". Ethnomethodology employs various methods to
describe and study how people interact in daily life. Potter (1996) points three main concepts in
Ethnomethodology, which are: indexicality, reflexivity, and the documentary method of interpretation. These
concepts question the usual idea of facts being completely objective. Potter also discusses EM investigates how
organizations create their own social facts. Reflexivity is the way that allows people to talk about things that can
actually change reality, not just describe it. e.g, in Pomerantz's study of a Small Claims Court, when a judge says
something happened 'early in the morning,' this description does more than state a fact. It influences how people
understand the situation. Reflexivity reveals an account that both describes and shapes the situation. Liberman,
K. (2013) Garfinkel argues that to truly understand social life, we need to observe how people behave in real
situations instead of just focusing on theory. He demonstrates ethnomethodology by using real-world examples
like following game rules, tasting coffee, reading maps, and having philosophical discussions. Each example
shows how people create social order through their daily actions. Ashmore, M. (1989) in ethnomethodology,
reflexivity is a fundamental concept that should be viewed as a strength rather than a weakness. The author feels
that self-reference demonstrates the method's dependability, despite the opinion of some critics that it
undermines an argument. Instead of ignoring their work, researchers who apply their own methodology on
themselves demonstrate its broader applicability and get insightful knowledge.MethodologyTypical followers
of the qualitative method are the academies of generative linguistics deriving from Chomsky’s work; in a way,
they belong little to traditional, many other linguistics schools. Quantitative methods, on the other, mean, as the
title suggests, count items and employ common nesses and rates to define language and to compose hypotheses
and theories. (Lindquist, 2009, p. 25).We use a qualitative data analysis that can improve an evaluation by
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assuring the “how” and “why” questions of the study and allowing a more profound sense of knowledge,
phenomena and context. It permits to question of ideas that cannot be easily set into numbers to comprehend the
human experience. It helps get at the everyday facts of some social sensation, and learning essential inquiries as
they are practiced that enables extended details and understanding.Sampling and SampleThe sample is identified
as a subset of a population that has been selected for research purposes. Sampling is the process of determining
which individuals will provide the data for the study (Acharya, Prakash, et al, 2013, p. 1). This study utilizes
systematic random sampling. First, we randomly chose a political conversation about the Russian-Ukrainian
crisis from YouTube. Second, we selected each agent participating in the conversation using a periodic sampling
process based on their speech.Data CollectionThe current study established various steps of the technique to
gather the data.

We explain how these operations are employed in the texts analysis of
the study adapted through Garfinkel's points (1967) of Reflexivity.Data analysis The study looks at negotiation
speeches based on video recordings, using transcripts sourced from a YouTube news channel. It emphasizes the
European perspective and corresponding responses to investigate the conflict between Ukraine and Russia. The
discussion includes Gerhard Elfers, Natalia Smolentceva from Deutsche Welle (DW), military expert Wolfgang
Richter, and political analyst Jessica Berlin. The primary aims is based on whether war crimes are an unavoidable
aspect of armed conflict. During the broadcast, heavy artillery attacks persisted in the eastern Donbas region.
The eastern Donbas region maintained to see strong artillery attacks during the broadcast. The discussion covers
a number of important issues, including whether Russia is turning into a terrorist state, how cold and hunger
were used as strategic tools in Kherson, why the US is reluctant to label Russia a terrorist state as winter draws
near, the possibility of genocide, how winter affects the course of the conflict, and whether a turning point is
likely. Cognitive processes are used in this research to look at the speakers' points of view and evaluate the
likelihood of a successful negotiation.Cognitive Operation processes Cueing identifies as a mental process
where certain words in a sentence help us focus on one part of a complex idea. Our brain does this by bringing
the most relevant information to the front and setting aside the rest. For instance, in the phrase "she eats rabbit,"
the word "eats" makes us think of rabbit as food. In "she wears rabbit," the word "wears" makes us think of
rabbit as fur. These examples show how language guides us to the right meaning (de Mendoza Ibafiez, 2021, p.
11). The Selection cognitive process focuses of paying attention to an important aspect of a concept while
ignoring other aspects. For example, when someone says, "My wife really mothers me," we focus on the idea of
nurturing or caring. To grasp this metaphor, we set aside other meanings of "mother," such as giving birth, being
related by blood, or being a spouse, since these do not apply in this context (de Mendoza Ibafiez, 2021, p. 12).
Abstraction identifies by the mental act of finding a general idea from specific examples. It means seeing what
different examples have in common to create a larger category. For example, actions like "striking" or "killing"
lead us to the general idea of "action." This step is the key to creating broader categories and thinking through
comparisons or metaphors, as it helps us see similarities between different ideas (de Mendoza Ibafiez, 2021, p.
12). Integration is the cognitive operation of merging two or more distinct conceptual structures to form a single,
more complex idea. This process is central to Blending Theory, often involves combining fundamental "image
schemas," such as fitting a "container" schema into the endpoint of a "path" schema. For example, in "she was
led into a depression," the concept of moving along a path is integrated with the concept of being inside a
container, creating the nuanced meaning of entering a state of depression. This integration is not arbitrary but
relies on prior cognitive processes like cueing, which draws attention to relevant concepts, and selection, which
filters which concepts will participate in the blend, to guide the blending of concepts (de Mendoza Ibafiez &
Masegosa, 2014, p. 90) Substitution is a mental process where one idea is swapped for another that is closely
related. It is the key to explain how metonymy and euphemism are work. For example, metonymy happens when
a part stands in for the whole, like using "window" to mean "window pane." Euphemism uses a gentler word
instead of a harsh one, such as saying "ample" instead of "fat." In metaphors, substitution occurs when a word
is used to represent a similar idea. For example, calling someone "a rat" suggests they are a traitor by replacing
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the idea of a traitor with the image of a rat (de Mendoza Ibafiez, 2021, p. 13).Reflexivity It is the ability of
language and social interaction to reflect on itself. For example, language can be used to talk about language, or
actions can influence the context in which they happen. In conversation, this shows up when a text points out its
own methods, like when an ad says it might 'guilt-trip’ you. we note in sociology, especially the
ethnomethodology, reflexivity is essential, because it suggests that every description of social life is also a social
action. These descriptions are created within society and help shape the reality they discuss. As a result, social
order is not something that exists on its own. Instead, it is constantly created and maintained through reflexive
interactions as people interpret each other's signals to keep a shared sense of reality (Wilson & Zimmerman,
1979, p. 54).

According to EM analysis, the speaker, through reflexivity, presents Russia as a terror
state. This approach makes the selected speech logical, visible, and reportable. In extract two, the cognitive
analysis of formal operations shows the main message: the speaker acknowledges a violation but does not admit
that Russia is a terrorist state.
