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Contextualism in Hadith Interpretation: An

Empirical Study of Juridical Hadiths in Sahih
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Abstract
This research aims to establish a methodological framework for
"context" in understanding Prophetic Hadith, using Sahih al-Bukhari’s
rulings to address the limitations of literalist interpretations.
Employing an inductive-analytical approach, the study identifies five
levels of context (linguistic, situational, and maqasid) essential for
sound Sharia derivation. It concludes that context is vital for
reconciling fixed texts with changing realities and recommends
integrating this approach into Sharia education to modernize
contemporary jurisprudential reasoning and ijtihad.
