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Abstract
The current research aims to utilize strategic awareness practices as an independent
variable in enhancing sustainable performance as a dependent variable, and to
demonstrate the relationship and impact that strategic awareness can have on
enhancing sustainable performance. The research problem revolved around the
following question: Do strategic awareness practices affect the enhancement of
sustainable performance in the General Directorate of Industrial Development? The
researcher relied on a questionnaire as the primary research tool and on statistical
methods (arithmetic mean, percentages, standard deviation, relative importance,
coefficient of variation, and simple regression coefficient) to test the research
hypotheses. The most important findings of the research were that there are
