Abstract:

The life of the venerable Sahabi Suhail Ibn Bayda'i was studied from a
historical perspective, he is one of the most prominent companions and
scholars of Islam, he led the jihad and was distinguished by his leadership
in science and knowledge, and left behind a great legacy that is
considered one of the valuable contributions to Islamic history.
