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conclusion
1- Studies and research in the field of historical narratives,
especially the novels in books that deal with mentioning the
evidence, are still a virgin field for researchers and they
deserve their attention.
2- That the book “History of the Messengers and Kings of
Al-Tabari”, despite what was written about it and its author, it
is still possible to graduate many studies and research on it,
with what distinguished this book from the large number of
narrators and sheikhs who narrated from them Al-Tabari
3- The interest in science and its collection prompted
scholars to collect it from any source and narrate it, especially

in history. It is not a requirement that the scientist narrate trust
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from the world only trustworthiness, but rather he narrates from
other than trust, so not everyone who narrated from them Al-
Tabari is trustworthy

4- Abu Ishaq al-Subaie is considered one of the most
