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Abstract :
This study aims to provide an objective, analytical review of the works of
the philosophers Jean Piaget and John Dewey in the field of thinking and
its patterns, highlighting the theoretical and practical foundations of
thinking concepts and relating them to the reality of teaching Arabic
grammar in lraqi schools. The researcher adopted a descriptive,
analytical, and critical approach by examining the content of these works
and comparing their conclusions with recent Iragi educational studies.
The review revealed that the works of Piaget and Dewey offer a solid
theoretical framework for understanding various patterns of thinking;
however, practical implementation in Iragi schools faces several
challenges, most notably the insufficient training of teachers in
developing students’ higher-order thinking skills. The study underscores
the importance of integrating critical, visual, and analytical thinking
concepts into teacher preparation programs to improve students’

achievement across subjects.
