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The reign of King Sulgi, the second king of the third dynasty of Ur, witnessed an

abundance of cuneiform texts that covered various aspects of economic life at that time,

including texts related to the allocation of quantities of fodder to livestock supervisors.

Therefore, our study sheds light on this aspect

and clarify the mechanism of feed distri-

bution, its quantities, and the purpose of documenting it. Note that the text is one of the

texts confiscated for the benefit of the Iraq Museum.
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
