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& ABSTRACT

The study focuses on a recently discovered Hatra line style Aramaic inscription lo-
cated in the central Euphrates River basin, in the Aramaic city of hindanu. This city was
referenced in Greek, Seleucid, and Aramaic cuneiform sources in addition to Assyrian
ones. The inscription’s remnants are currently known as the archaeological site (Tell
Al-Jabriya) and they trace the district of Al-Qaim in Anbar province, which located on
the borders west of Iraq. Additionally, the three-line inscription, pays tribute to a man
called (Fasal bin Ababu), in which he preys for all his companions. Based on the callig-
raphy style, there are some similarities between this inscription and the texts found in the
southeast of Turkey, specifically in the upper Tigris and Euphrates island regions. These

inscriptions are named Sari and Hasan keyf, respectively.
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
