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The role of commercial legislation in the sustainability
of universities
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Abstract
Commercial legislation is considered one of the most important
legislations that help in the sustainability of universities, as

adopting it contributes to the development and growth of
universities and is even one of the sources of self-financing for
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them so that they contribute to supporting plans to develop
university education in terms of creating new self-financed
educational methods with the creation of unprecedented financing
opportunities so that they can perform their educational mission
and tasks in the best possible way. Since universities are effective
entities that can contribute to economic development and the
establishment of technological and scientific incubators, including
the establishment of joint-stock companies, which contributes to
investing scientific and research knowledge, developing the
economy and eliminating unemployment, by authorizing university
councils to contract with the private sector in accordance with
Investment Law No. (13) of 2006, as amended, to build educational
hospitals, scientific production laboratories, agricultural and animal
investments, and sports centers in a way that supports the
educational process, scientific research, and undergraduate and
graduate studies. This is what Article (51) of the Ministry of Higher
Education and Scientific Research Law No. (40) of 1988, as
amended, confirms. The aim of this study is to identify the most
important obstacles that prevent universities from creating a new
investment environment to develop self-financing sources
stipulated by the law without relying on spending. Modest
government on university education.
