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The role of curriculum development in family guidance

Abstract 

This study aimed to identify the role of curriculum development in family guidance. 

This study examined the study's themes, internal activities, study tools, statistical 
methods, and scale items, including the basic standards  for family workers, the 

institutional curriculum, and the dimensions of family guidance. The results were 
analyzed, and the study's hypotheses confirmed using a descriptive survey approach, 

as it was appropriate for the nature of our study. 
The study has come up with the following conclusions: 

1- The role of building a family curriculum achieves social psychological solidarity. If it 
is implemented according to protective goals and visions, it contributes to creating a 

safe environment. 
2- Choosing the type of simplified activity in the dimensions of family guidance is 

attributed to achieving the desired goals of the guiding concepts. 
3- The outstanding performance of family workers in the Family Guidance 

Department contributes to creating a suitable work environment. 
Based on the conclusions, the following recommendations were made: 
A - Preparing a clear and precise curriculum to achieve the desired goals through a 

clear and realistic vision as an essential part of the semester activities, including 
choosing the type of activity according to studied criteria for the purpose of applying 

it to the sample to be targeted. 
B - Developing aspects of the development of the Family Guidance Department using 

the latest scientific and explanatory means to contribute to overcoming the 
challenges and difficulties facing the family in society. 

T - Preparing a program for the family and society for guidance, awareness, and family 
education in coordination with the relevant authorities for the purpose of presenting 

it on Diwan TV.
