Abstract:
This analytical review aimed to explore the trends of educational

research published in Iragi journals between 2015 and 2025 regarding
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students’ learning styles in Social Studies, focusing on study type,
theoretical model employed, and targeted educational level, in addition
to analyzing research gaps. The results indicated that most studies were
descriptive, with questionnaires as the primary data collection tool, and
the VARK model being the most commonly applied. Experimental and
applied studies were limited, and university—level research examining
the relationship between learning styles and teaching effectiveness in
Social Studies was notably scarce. This review provides a
comprehensive reference framework for researchers and educators to
guide future studies toward developing instructional strategies that
accommodate individual differences and diverse learning styles, thereby
enhancing the effectiveness of Social Studies education.
