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Abstract :

This study aims to provide an objective and analytical review of the
book Teaching Competencies by Suhaila Mohsen Kazem Al-Fatlawi
(2003), highlighting the components of teaching competencies, as well
as the proposed mechanisms for training and assessment, and

comparing them with the actual teaching competencies of social studies
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teachers in lraq. The study employed a descriptive—analytical and
critical approach in examining the book’s content and linking it with
recent lraqgi educational literature, The review revealed that the book
constitutes a valuable educational contribution to establishing the
concept of teaching competencies; however, it remains somewhat
traditional in certain areas and does not fully address all modern
competencies necessary for effective teaching in evolving educational
contexts. Furthermore, Iraqgi studies indicate that social studies teachers
face challenges in the practical application of teaching competencies,
necessitating a reconsideration of teacher preparation and training
programs.
