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Abstract

This study examines the narrations of the eminent Companion Abu Sa'id
al-Khudri (may Allah be pleased with him) in Al-Jami' by Abu 'Isa al-
Tirmidhi (may Allah have mercy on him), specifically within the chapters
on the description of the Day of Resurrection, al-Raqa’iq (softening of the
hearts), and al-Wara“ (piety and scrupulousness). The research presents an
analytical hadith-based study combining isnad criticism and textual
analysis, while highlighting the theological and ethical implications

derived from these narrations.

The study aims to collect all narrations of Abu Sa‘id al-Khudri within the
specified sections of Al-Jami trace them back to their primary hadith
sources, and examine their chains of transmission according to the
methodology of the hadith scholars. This includes biographical evaluation
of the narrators, compiling the judgments of the critics of al-jarh wa al-
ta'dil, and determining the authenticity of each hadith (sahih, hasan, or
da‘1f), while identifying possible defects and assessing supporting

narrations (shawahid and mutaba‘at).
The research analyzes two prominent applied examples:

The hadith describing the servant’s presentation before his Lord on the

Day of Resurrection and his reminder of divine blessings. This narration
affirms belief in resurrection and accountability, demonstrates divine
justice in judgment, and warns against heedlessness regarding the meeting
with Allah. The study concludes that its chain of transmission is authentic
after examining its narrators and addressing discussions concerning

precision and possible tadlis.

The hadith, “How can I enjoy comfort while the bearer of the Horn has
placed it to his mouth...,” concerning the blowing of the Trumpet. This
narration carries significant theological implications regarding belief in the
signs and events of the Last Day, as well as spiritual lessons in maintaining
awareness of the Hereafter and reliance upon Allah. The study finds its
chain weak due to certain criticized narrators, while explaining al-
Tirmidhi’s classification of it as hasan based on the existence of multiple

supporting chains.
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
