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Abstract

The research addresses the topic of recommended clothing in the Prophetic
Sunnah as an important aspect of Islamic guidance that combines
moderation, beauty, modesty, and cleanliness. The research showed that
the Prophetic Sunnah did not care about clothing only as an external
appearance, but linked it to faith and moral values, making it a means of
thanking God for His blessings, achieving humility, and avoiding
arrogance and extravagance. Among the most prominent recommended
clothing in the Prophetic Sunnah that the research concluded are:
explaining what clothing is and Islam’s concern for clothing, as well as the
recommendation to start with the right when putting on clothes and with
the left when taking them off, following the Prophetic guidance, and the
prohibition of wearing a garment that covers the entire body.
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
