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Introduction

Cuneiform texts are an important source in archaeological studies
because they provide a complete picture of life in Mesopotamia,
including daily life and social, economic, and political interactions.
In this research, we have devoted a section of the texts of the royal
envoy that clarify the nature of this important position, which was
directly linked to the king and the royal court. What distinguished
this position from other positions in Mesopotamian society was that
it required certain conditions to be met by the person chosen for it,
and that he enjoyed privileges and skills that distinguished him from
his peers among employees. The royal envoy is the diplomatic
employee who represents the king and his government in carrying
out the tasks assigned to him.
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Abstract

The position of royal envoy was considered an important and
prestigious position in Mesopotamia, particularly during the Third
Dynasty of Ur. Those who held this position were close and trusted
individuals who held a special status with the king. They possessed
qualities that distinguished them from their peers among state
employees and workers. They were highly competent and capable
of withstanding hardships to accomplish the tasks assigned to them,

Royal envoys received generous wages for the tasks and
responsibilities assigned to them, and materials were distributed to

them as gifts in exchange for their work.
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
