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Summary:

The Great Diwaniyah Mosque is one of the most important and unique
heritage mosques in Diwaniyah Governorate, and it still stands today. It
contains many planning and architectural elements that appeared in mosque
architecture. It is distinguished by the use of pointed arches on most of the
mosque entrances, by the presence of corner niches, and by the presence of
a canopy resting on six columns, which is a cylindrical column topped by a
crown, with a semicircular arch above it. The mosque is distinguished by the
use of the architectural element, the method of playing with bricks, which is
the parapet. The walls of the mosque entrances were plastered with blue
Qashani stone, and its interior walls are abundant with plant decorations.
The mosque includes a mihrab in the middle of its southern wall, of the
hollow type and decorated with motifs and a written band. It was in the form
of a semicircular arch. The mosque includes a hemispherical dome,
decorated with Qashani stone, with a height of (6 m) and a circumference of
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(16 m) and above it the name God is made of iron, and the mosque includes
its heritage minaret, which was established in 1943 AD, which is
distinguished by its beautiful and unique shape and includes a staircase
consisting of 90 steps, and the body of the minaret includes geometric
decorations, and a written strip bearing verses from the Holy Quran, and the
minaret basin carried three layers of muqgarnas that consist of arches with
arches protruding outwards.
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
