This makes
it easier for the Qur'anic teacher to choose learning the Holy Qur'an by heart in
ways that suit the individuals who intend to memorize the Holy Qur'an according
to their ability. The Qur'anic teacher's knowledge of the multiple facets is
manifested in the Qur'anic recitations through the attraction and activation of the
deep listening among young people, which will be entrenched in the long-term
memory. This will result in having memorizers who are able to consolidate their
memorization, and thus the memorizer will be able to grasp most of the
rhetorical and eloquent aspects of the Quranic texts. Moving between the
recitation aspects, considering the recitation of each of these aspects, starting
with the common aspect in the country in which they live, and being familiar
with the linguistic and rhetorical reasons for the difference in the Qur'anic
pronunciation between one recitation and another, are the bases for consolidating
memorization among Yyoung people. This shows that employing recitation
aspects during the process of learning by heart for young people increases the
number of Qur'anic lessons, enriching the memorisers' mastery and permission to
recite the Qur'an on the recitation aspects, in addition to their familiarity with
other rhetorical, Tajwid and linguistic aspects.
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
