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Developing the competencies of the Iragi history teacher in designing multi-perspective
lessons using digital primary sources: An evaluative study in Basra Governorate.
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Abstract:

This study aims to evaluate the level of competencies of lragi history teachers in Basra
Governorate in designing multi-perspective lessons using digital primary sources. Using a
descriptive evaluative approach, a 15-item questionnaire was administered across two dimensions:
competencies related to multi-perspective lesson design and competencies related to the
pedagogical use of digital primary sources. The study sample consisted of 80 male and female
history teachers from intermediate and secondary schools in Basra during the 2025-2026
academic year. The findings showed that teachers’ competencies in multi-perspective lesson
design reached a mean score of 3.60, indicating a high level, whereas competencies in using
digital primary sources recorded a mean score of 3.14, indicating a moderate level. These results
suggest that teachers demonstrate stronger competencies in foundational lesson planning and
classroom discussion management than in critically and analytically integrating digital primary
sources into inquiry-based learning and assessment practices. The questionnaire also demonstrated
high internal consistency, with an overall Cronbach’s alpha of 0.85, indicating good reliability.
The study recommends directing professional development programs toward advanced
competencies in multi-perspective lesson design grounded in digital evidence, with particular
emphasis on critically evaluating digital sources and embedding them into inquiry-based and
assessment tasks that enhance students’ historical thinking and historical sense.
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
