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Abstract 

The period of conflict between the First Saudi State and the Ottoman Empire, through 

its military arm in the Hijaz, constitutes one of the most significant phases in the history 

of the Arabian Peninsula in the early nineteenth century, particularly in the aftermath of 

the campaigns led by Muhammad Ali Pasha to reassert Ottoman authority over the Hijaz. 

These campaigns represented a historical turning point that affected the political and 

social structures of wide regions of Najd and the Hijaz, including the city  of Turbah, 

which emerged as the scene of important military confrontations in 1814. 

Within this context, the figure of Ghalia Al-Baqmiyyah emerged as a model of women’s 

presence in the history of local resistance. Her name became associated with the event s of 

Turbah and with her role in motivating the fighters and organizing the affairs of the town 

during the confrontations with the Ottoman forces. This study therefore seeks to analyze 

the political and social role assumed by Ghalia within the context of these events, in order 

to examine the nature and limits of her role, as well as the extent of its actual impact on 
the course of the military confrontation .  
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
