The platform (website) will give the researcher the permission to
log on in order to submit his/ her research paper through a number
of steps starting from filling some related information which can be
displayed later after uploading the research paper.

The format of the paper should be designed according to the

instructions of the journal as follow:

- The research paper should be printed on (A4) paper, Microsoft
Word with single spaces between lines, Simplified Arabic font
for Arabic language and Times New Roman for English
language.

- The title of the research should be typed in the middle of the
page, followed by the name of the researcher, his/ her academic
degree, full work address, e-mail and font size is (15) for both
Arabic and English.

- The font size of the body of the research is (14) and as for the
margins is (12).

- Shapes and images are placed at the end of the research paper.
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- Margins are placed at the end of the research paper after the
images and illustrations and they should be arranged in an
ascending order.

- The name of the source is mentioned in full in the margin along
with abbreviation of the source placed in brackets at the end of
the margin.

- Tables and shapes should be numbered consecutively and
according to their place in the research paper and should have
titles. They should be submitted separately and charts should be
in black ink and images should be in high definition quality.

- Arabic sources should be translated into English (Bibliography)
and should be placed after margins at the end of the research
paper.

- The dimension of the A4 paper for all directions should be
(2.45) for the top and bottom of the page and (3.17) for the left
and right of the page.

The research paper should have an abstract in Arabic and English

languages, with no less than (150) words and it shouldn’t exceed

(250) words.

The researcher (the writer of the paper) should provide the

following information to the paper:

- The research paper should be sent to the journal without names.

- The researcher shall send in a separate document the following
information in both Arabic and English: full name, scientific
degree, certificates, work place (Department/ College/
University), a brief title to the research paper which includes the
most prominent foundations, and an ORCID number to the
researcher.

The researcher should take into consideration the following

scientific conditions in writing the research paper since they are

going to be the basis of accepting the paper. These conditions are:

- The researcher should identify the importance of his/ her
research paper and the objectives he/ she are seeking to achieve
as well as mentioning the purpose of its application.

- The research paper should have a scope of study and the
community that the researcher wishes to study in his/ her paper.

- The researcher should take into consideration the selection of the
appropriate methodology that is in harmony with the topic of the
paper. In addition, the researcher should consider the tools of
data collection which are in harmony with the research paper
and the adopted methodology.

- The researcher should consider the selection of the relevant and
updated sources of information that the researcher depends as



well as the accuracy in quotations and reference to the related
sources.

- Translate the titles of the Arabic sources mentioned in the
footnotes into English, while keeping the explanation of the names
of gods, kings, cities, and other explanatory footnotes in Arabic.

With profound sorrow, grief, and heartfelt sadness, the
College of Archaeology mourns the passing of Professor
Emeritus Ali Yaseen Ahmed Al-Jubouri, the first Dean of the
College of Archaeology, who passed away at Ibn Sina
Hospital in Mosul at noon on Monday, 27 April 2026. He was
laid to rest following the evening prayer on the same day in

his hometown, Al-Kawnsiyah village, located west of Mosul.

With his passing, Iraq lost one of the pioneers of ancient languages and
Assyrian history and a distinguished scholar in the fields of archaeology
and cuneiform studies. His life, rich with kindness, integrity, and loyalty,
came to a close after a long journey devoted to knowledge and
scholarship.

The late Professor Al-Jubouri was a man of noble character, honesty,
balance, and dignity. He was known for his integrity, refined manners,
kind disposition, and strong moral principles. His broad intellectual
horizon, noble spirit, and distinguished personality were among the
qualities that earned him deep respect among colleagues and students
alike.

May God have mercy upon him; he rendered invaluable services and
exerted remarkable efforts in the field of archaeological scholarship since
the establishment of the College of Archaeology. Among his most
notable endeavors was his persistent effort to revive the Library of the
Assyrian king Ashurbanipal, a project that future generations and scholars
will remember, although it remained unfinished during his lifetime.

The passing of Professor Al-Jubouri represents a significant loss, as
previously indicated. However, some consolation may be found in the
fact that he fulfilled his academic mission with distinction and dedication.
His legacy and scholarly contributions will continue to inspire future
generations.

Professor Ali Yaseen was born in Al-Kawnsiyah village in 1952. He
completed his primary education at Al-Mawali School and continued his
intermediate and secondary studies in Mosul. He later enrolled in the



College of Arts at the University of Mosul, where he studied archaecology
under the leadership of the late Professor Amer Suleiman, then Head of
the Department. He earned his Bachelor’s degree in Archaeology in 1974
and was appointed in the same year as an Assistant Researcher at the
university.

May God have mercy upon him; he participated in the University of
Mosul excavation missions at numerous archaeological sites, including
rescue excavations conducted in the basins of major irrigation dam
projects.

In 1978, he joined the School of Oriental and African Studies, University
of London, to pursue studies in Akkadian language and Assyrian
civilization under the supervision of Professor Donald Wiseman, one of
the most distinguished Assyriologists in the United Kingdom. His
doctoral dissertation focused on Assyrian provinces and administrative
methods. He successfully completed his dissertation and was awarded his
PhD degree in 1984.

On 28 August 1985, he was appointed Lecturer at the College of
Education, University of Mosul, where he taught Ancient Iraqi History to
students of the Department of History. He was promoted to Assistant
Professor on 28 August 1990 and attained the rank of Full Professor on
28 December 1996.
