Abstract   

   Recent decades have been marked by a focus on separatist movements in 
the Arab world, the Middle East, Africa, and Southeast Asia in general. This 
focus has included studying these movements, identifying the reasons behind 
secession, and examining the attempts by influential international actors to 
manipulate the peoples and nations of these regions through blackmail and 
support for minorities to establish states or autonomous regions. However, the 
regions and territories within developed countries are largely ignored. 
Attempts are made to erase the identities, cultures, and languages of these 
peoples by suppressing them in studies, refusing to hold seminars, and 
denying their rights. The aim is to assimilate and integrate them by any means 
possible, whether legitimate or illegitimate. This has led these peoples to rise 
up and demand their rights, sometimes through legal and peaceful means, and 
at other times through armed struggle. Therefore, the Basque Country is 
considered one of the important regions in Europe due to its unique 
geographical location, surrounded by two oceans, a natural mountain range, 
and access to sea routes and land routes connecting important countries. Like 
Spain and France in the outside world, the Basque Country possesses 
economic advantages and a large population that could enable it to establish 
an independent state, especially when compared to other countries within 
Europe that have been recognized by the European Union and which the EU 
has attempted to integrate. While the EU has succeeded in some cases and 
failed in others for various reasons, in the case of the Basque Country, the 
European Union has intervened directly and indirectly to prevent the 
establishment of a Basque state, siding with Spain and France against the 
Basque liberation movement. This is despite the significant persecution 
suffered by the Basque people, particularly in France, where constitutional 
provisions were introduced prohibiting Basque gatherings and the use of their 
official languages. This situation has led to the emergence of militant and 
armed groups seeking to obtain their rights by force. 
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
