The Hadiths Cited by the Author of Zubdat al-Anfās in the Interpretation of Sūrat al-Ikhlāṣ

Among these scholars is Imam al-'Abdalani, the author of Zubdat al-Anfas fi Tafsir 

Surat al-Ikhlas. In his book, he cited a number of Prophetic traditions (Hadiths); however, he was 

not a specialist in the science of Hadith. Consequently, he mentioned these narrations without 

evaluating their authenticity or providing judgments regarding their status. Hence, the idea of this 

research emerged, whereby we collected the Hadiths cited in the book and classified them according 

to their acceptance or rejection, without engaging in a detailed critical assessment of each narration, 

in order to maintain brevity and avoid unnecessary length. 
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
