The research focused on the study of scientific
life in the city of Dinur during the Abbasid era
(132-656 AH / 750-1258 AD). We focused on the
most prominent scientific figures of the city, as
many of them emerged and took it upon
themselves to spread Islamic culture in the city of
Dinur and other cities of the Islamic East, and
among them were He left and moved fo the
capital of the Abbasid Calijphate, Baghdad, and
other cities in Iraq, such as Basra and Kufa.
Some of them moved and traveled to Mecca,
Egypt, the Levant, and other Arab Islamic cities,
and among the most prominent scholars of the
city of Dinur.During the Abbasid era, Abu Hanifa
al-Dinuri (282 AH/895 AD), the writer, linguist,
historian, and famous for his engineering,
mathematics, and botany, who had trips to
Medina, Iraq, and Palestine, and his Irips
extended to the shores of the Arabian Gulf in
pursuit of knowledge, Abadullah bin Muhammad
bin Wahb al-Dinuri (308 AH/920 AD). The
scholar and jurist who recited the Qur’an In
Dinur had trips to Iraqg, the Levant Al-Ray,
Egypt, and other places.
