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Abstract:  

Biographical works are of paramount importance in 

documenting the historical events relating to certain 

people. These chronicles reveal the significant 

interaction between people  and the political, 

administrative, and economic events and forces at 

play, demonstrating the importance and depth of the 

study within the historical period in which the 

historian lived and interacted. 

Therefore, biographical works contain important and 

fundamental scholarly material that often surpasses 

general history books in its content, information, and 

methodology. 

The importance of historical study in biographical 

works and individual biographies is evident in the 

historian's own importance and personal connection 

to the subjects, particularly the Arabs among them. 

This connection enhances the historian's scholarly 

standing and administrative ability to track their 

movements and residences, thus contributing to the 

compilation of historical material. Most biographical 

works, especially those about individuals and cities, 

are records of the prominent figures of the era, the 

scholars of the cities, jurists,  hadith scholars and 

literary figures. 
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
